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The architect’s sustainable decision not to demolish opens a conversation 
about engaging contemporary design with built heritage. Full-height 
glass ‘breezeway’ runs across the corridor stretch from the dining to 
liv ing areas, allowing for maximum light in this east-facing part of 
the house. Serendipitously, the neighbouring red brick house casts a 
warm hue back into the home.
