The cafe is a sanctuary where 
comfort and community meet in an atmosphere that is 
unique to Rock n’ Road. We envision a space that draws 
inspiration from the decadent and adventurous spirit of 
Rocky Road, such as earthy tones and cozy textures to 
convey a sense of security whilst providing communal 
seating arrangements and thoughtful decor to encourage 
connection and shared moments between guests.
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The origin of Rocky Road dates back to 
1929 in Oakland, California against the 
backdrop of the Wall Street crash. 

Candy shop owners William Dreyer and 
Joseph Edy wanted to give people a 
reason to smile during a time of adversity.

And so Rocky Road flavoured ice 
cream was invented from a combination 
chocolate, marshmallows and pecans. 
The name is a play-on-words referring to 
the delicious chocolate chunks, but it also 
refers to the ‘rocky road’ that people had 
to walk during The Great Depression.
